the same site.

Visit a Druse village in the Carmel Mountains for a window into the unique
world of the Israeli Druse community.

Jewish Family Life in Zippori - MMpnn YN: Delve into the origins
of modern Jewish life, while participating in an experiential family program,
using Jewish sources, mosaics of Zippori and family team spirit and ingenuity.
Visit Kibbutz Hanaton, the Masorti Movement Kibbutz in Israel, meet with
founders and discuss some of the challenges and triumphs of modern Zionist
ploneering.

IXLLET Families in Safed - naga m5»0n mnNawn: Using stories and
synagogues, mystics and alleyways, take part in a family exploration of Safed,
where yesterday becomes tomorrow and the treasure’s never too far away.
Jeep tour in the Birya Forest, with lunch.

Walk through the Tel Dan Nature Reserve located on the largest tributary of
the Jordan River and the Biblical settlement of Dan.

Explore Israel's secutity situation on the Golan Heights while ovetlooking the
Hula Valley from former Syrian fortifications. Cross the Golan Plateau to the
border with Syria and observe the abandoned city of Kuneitra and the United
Nations outpost located nearby.

Visit Emek Habecha, the Valley of Tears, on the Eastern edge of the Golan
Heights, site of one of Israel’s fiercest battles during the Yom Kippur War and
view an audiovisual program, depicting the battle of the 77" Battalion — OZ77.

Visit the Kinneret Cemetery and hear about the dreams of the early Zionist
ploneers.
Swim in the warm waters and natural springs at the Gan Hashlosha Nature
Reserve (Sachne) situated at the foot of Mt. Gilboa.
Continue through the Jordan Rift Valley towards Jerusalem.
Welcome to Jerusalem — 9’829 ©3392: Enter the vibrant and colourful 3,000
year old city of Jerusalem and experience the convergence of the old and the
new.
Stop at Mount Scopus to say the traditional “shehechiyanu” blessing, recited
upon entering Jerusalem.
I Jerusalem Erev Shabbat - D390 navw NNAN N19192: Experience the
unique atmosphere as Jerusalemites hurriedly prepare for Shabbat as you drive
through the city, exploring the numerous traditions Jews have brought with
them from the world over.

time of the Holocaust.

Study Session with the Schechter Institute or the Hartman Institute.

Take part in an active dig at the Beit Guvrin Caves and prepare to get your
hands dirty as you uncover pottery from the Hellenistic period, 2,300 years ago,
followed by a crawl through the Maresha Cave Labyrinth.

Experience the weightlessness of the Dead Sea as you float in its waters.

Short hike to Nahal David the freshwater spring at the Ein Gedi Nature
Reserve, a lush oasis in the Judean Desert overlooking the Dead Sea.
